
1. Gather in the name of the Father, Son & Holy Spirit. Share your highs/lows. Read 

Exodus 2:11-3:22. What strikes you as you read?  

2. Why do you think God used a “burning-not-burning” bush to speak to Moses? 
Which is a bigger surprise; that God comes in fire but doesn’t consume a bush or 
that God comes in fire but doesn’t consume a sinful man? Grace is undeserved 
favour from God. How do you see that in these texts? 

3.  Reading Exodus 3:7, how are you encouraged by the fact that God “sees, hears, 
knows” & has a plan for his people?  How are you challenged by the fact that God’s 
acting on behalf of humanity always involves the work of human participants? 

4. Why doesn’t God just speak directly to the leaders of the Israelites in Egypt or to 
Pharaoh for that matter?  

5. What is God’s ultimate goal according to vss 21-22? Why is a relationship of 
devotion & worship such a critical destiny for us? How is it finally realized? 

6. How is “I will be with you” relieving, encouraging, & hope-filled for the everyday 
Christian life? With whom can you share that promise this week?
