
1. Gather in the name of the Father, Son & Holy Spirit. Share your highs/lows. Read 

Exodus 5:1-6:13. What strikes you as you read?  

2. Please re-read Ex 4:29-31. Here there’s success so far in Moses &Aaron’s mission. 
How does Pharaoh now respond? Moses’ appeal to Pharaoh produces a disastrous 
result: the intensification of Israel’s hardship & affliction. What did God tell Moses in 
3:19 that should have prepared him for Pharaoh’s answer? 

3. God sent Moses & Aaron to rescue the people of Israel, but what does they say 
Moses & Aaron have done instead? What does Moses say to God as a result? Have 
you ever felt that way? Why?  

4. What does this tell you about Moses’ relationship with God & how he thinks about 
God at this point? What do you learn about how God sometimes answers prayer?  

5. If you look at Ex 6:1, how would you describe God’s attitude toward this situation? 
How is God’s steadfast love for his people & you an encouragement in difficult 
circumstances? 

6. With whom can you share that hope-filled encouragement this week?
